
5. A report was received from Allan Metz, 
Senior Librarian of the Student Chap­
ter. This report included a list of books 
purchased with funds made available 
to the Library Committee for use in 
the 1965-66 academic year. 

6. The Executive Board approved a grant 
of $200.00 to the Student Chapter's 
Reading Room Committee for the pur­
chase of books. 

7. Arrangements for the Annual Lunch­
eon Meeting to be held at 12: 00 noon, 
January 16, 1967, Hotel Fort Des 
Moines were discussed. 

8. The Executive Board gave considera-

tion to the purchase and distribution 
of decals to association members. It 
was decided that the association would 
not pursue this matter further at this 
time. 

9. Dues billing procedures were given 
consideration. It will be the policy of 
the Association Office to send follow-up 
dues notices to those whose dues are in 
arrears. This procedure is necessary 
in order that a current list of subscrib­
ers to the Iowa State University Veteri­
narian be maintained.
